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On September 14, 1985, Khiva Kniffen disappeared from her Jay home
that she shared with her husband and two adopted children. There has
been no contact with her children or any other family members since
that time. Khiva Kniffen lost her first two children to a disease and her

and her husband had adopted two more.  At the time of her
disappearance, her husband, Malcolm Kniffen was a minister at the
West Jay Church of Christ, which is no longer in existence and now
